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As a prospective or new accountholder, you may have concerns about paying for a potential medical procedure early in the year before you are able to fund your Health Savings Account (HSA) with the necessary funds. If your account doesn’t have enough money to pay for a medical expense, there are options available to you. 

Set Up a Payment Plan
If you do not have the funds to pay your medical provider using your HSA or other payment methods, ask the medical provider if they have any payment plans. Many providers offer low or no interest payment plans. If you incur a medical expense that exceeds your HSA funds, you can contact your medical provider to make arrangements for a payment plan that fits your HSA contributions.

Pay With Alternate Funds and Reimburse
If you are not comfortable with setting up a payment plan with your medical provider, perhaps paying with alternate funds and reimbursing yourself from your HSA later is a more fitting option. Your best option is to utilize Internet Banking as a free and convenient way to reimburse yourself. Online distributions to a personal checking account can be done at no cost up to $500 per day.  HSA Bank also offers checks, manual withdrawals and a debit card that allow you to make ATM withdrawals. Fees may apply for ATM withdrawals. 

IRA Transfer or HRA/FSA Rollover 
HSA regulations allow accountholders to make a one-time transfer from an IRA into the HSA or a one-time rollover from an HRA or FSA plan into the HSA. For more information about these options, please go to our website, www.hsabank.com. HSA Bank recommends contacting a tax advisor to determine if a transfer or rollover is the right decision based on each individual situation. HSA/FSA rollovers must be initiated and coordinated with your employer.

HSA Bank hopes you will not need a medical procedure, but if you do and it happens to be in the early stages of building your HSA funds, remember that options are available to help pay for the medical services.
